Competitive Pools: All teams will advance from
pool play to bracket play. Each team will be seeded
for bracket play according to their place within their
pool. This means all the teams that win their pool
will play each other; all teams that place second will
play each other and so on. These seeded teams will
conduct their bracket tournament on a pre-
determined set of five or six courts. These brackets
will be determined by a random draw. Trophies will
be given to the winner of all seven brackets. Cur-
rently we are planning on 24 courts of competitive

play.

Non-Competitive Pools: All teams will play each
other once during pool play. After the completion of
pool play the official day is complete for these teams.
However, we will feature a single elimination bracket
of up to 64 teams. This will be based on a first
come — first served policy. Any non-competitive
team wishing to stay for this bracket must sign in at
the flat bed after pool play on their court is com-
pleted. That team will then be placed on the bracket
in order it signs up. Trophies will be awarded to Win-
ner and Runner up team.

We ask that teams remember there will be a
break after pool play so the referees can get a
rest as well as determining the placing on each
competitive court.
The non-competitive play will begin as
soon as all pool play ends since teams will
not be placed in a bracket.

Things that are going to remain consistent:

e Teams will play in 7 team pools &
play each other once

e Teams will primarily be identified by their team #
e Games will be played to 25 points

e Professional volunteer Referees will officiate
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
